1. Welcome

2. Additions to the agenda: None.
3. Review and approve minutes from 17 April 2009 meeting: Approved.
4. ARLD Day evaluation: Very positive evaluations that Robin forwarded to keynote speaker, Katie Clark; preliminary discussion of number of breakout sessions and table talk portion of the day; final registration was over 100; unanimous to keep ARLD Day at the Arboretum; some people are interested in ARLD Dialogues, Linda will verify restrictions with the MLA Board, Amy will make connections with interested people and coordinate promotion for the event(s); possible speaker ideas for next year – someone from Google, something on the future of librarianship.
5. ARLD Board Election 2009 & MN Academic Librarian of the Year (Robin): Robin shared a tentative timeline for the ARLD election, Nominations committee will work on announcement/call for nominations and finalizing the call, Robin will check for Nonprofit Solutions’ help with voting online; Robin shared a tentative timeline for the MN Academic Librarian of the Year (MALY) award, we’ll need to contact library directors to solicit nominations (Minitex might have a list for us to use) in addition to regular listservs we typically post to, only issue with timeline might be that the winner will need to register for the MLA Conference where he/she will be presented with the award, the group made minor changes to the nomination form and the criteria, all documents should be posted on the ARLD Web site.
6. Legislative update (Mike): Legislative session ended, Governor Pawlenty vetoed the tax bill and approved all of the spending bills and will make unallotment decisions starting in July; Mike Bloomberg and Ann Hutton were in Washington, D.C. to meet with all representatives (except for one).
7. State Plan: Linda sent the ARLD Board a draft statement to go out from MLA, ARLD, and PLA indicating that MLA can’t provide a reasonable institutional response to the State Plan in the time allotted and discussing the need to focus on re-developing an active and adequate state library agency.
8. MLA Conference program review (Kristen): Wendy Wendt is resigning to move to North Dakota, Melissa Brechon and Ken Beringer will co-plan the MLA conference, planning is going slowly with unclear guidelines and procedures; the group started prioritizing ARLD-sponsored sessions for Kristen’s work at the next Conference planning meeting; let Kristen know of any preconference ideas; keynoters so far: Cathy Wurzer (MPR), Sally Reed (ALA’s Association of Library Trustees, Advocates, Friends and Foundations).
9. Announcements: Robin agreed to run for MLA President.
