1. Call to Order - Behringer called the meeting to order at 4:34 pm 

2. Adoption of Agenda - Addition of 5.2 – 5.3 and 7.2 – 7.3. Ranum moved to adopt the agenda as revised; Brechon seconded – Motion passed 

3. Approval of September 18, 2009 Minutes - Hoks moved to accept the minutes; Edson seconded – Motion passed

4. Financial Report (Chaney)
4.1 Monthly Reports - The September financial reports were distributed to the board prior to 
the meeting for review. Chaney provided a verbal overview of the reports. The board had 
additional discussion. Chaney moved to accept the monthly financials; Young seconded – Motion passed 

5. Update on Activities

5.1      Bylaw Motion and Resolution (Young) – Since the proposed Bylaw amendments were distributed to the membership, some additional related changes that should have been made were discovered. Those changes do not meet the thirty-day notice requirement, and so cannot be considered at the annual meeting. The Board of Directors feels it would be more expedient to consider all the related changes at the same time, so on behalf of the Board, Young moves that action on the proposed Bylaws changes be postponed; Ranum seconded – Motion Passed. Edward Swanson, Parliamentarian, provided a Resolution on the Definition of Mail Votes to be read at the Annual Meeting. Ranum moved to adopt this resolution and present at the Annual Meeting, Brechon seconded – Motion passed
5.2      Election Results (Behringer) – Behringer reported the results to the board. Robin Ewing – President-Elect, Michael Scott – Legislative Chair, and Mic Golden – Treasurer. We had a tie for one of the positions and since neither the board, nor Robert’s Rules of Order has a solution for a tie, Behringer said he contacted both candidates, explained the situation and one automatically stepped down. The board was okay with this solution. 
5.3      2010 Legislative Platform (Ranum/Dimassis) – Ranum submitted the 2010 MLA and MEMO Legislative Platform prior to meeting and reviewed it with the board. The board had additional discussion. Ranum moved to adopt the platform and present it to membership at the Annual Meeting – Motion passed 

6. Reports
6.1      Annual Conference (Brechon/Hoks) – Brechon provided registration statistics and a final overview of the Annual Conference. As of October 9, we have 456 people registered and of those, 51 are exhibitor registrations – we have 59 booths total, 14 are Professional Tables, and 42 are unique exhibitors. We have 17 people registered for Pre-Conference 1; 12 people registered for Pre-Conference 2; 28 people registered for Pre-Conference 3; and 16 people registered for Pre-Conference 4. There are six people registered for the Jewelry Making tour, there are 76 people registered for the awards banquet, and we pre-sold 42 t-shirts. 

7. Discussion Items

7.1 MLTA (McPeak) – McPeak had a brief discussion with the board regarding her concerns with the trustees and presented updated. She mentioned an ALA journal article discussing advocacy and said the library users, friends and trustees are the ones who have the ear of the legislator, so we should work hard to keep them in the loop. In the remote parts of MN, there are little to no computers, so she is working hard to figure out methods of communication and dissemination of information. McPeak also asked the board for any suggestions on getting trustees involved. She mentioned she is currently looking for successor and finished by mentioning nationally friends and trustees have merged; should there be some discussion regarding this for MN?
 
7.2 U.S. Patriot Act Resolution (Ranum) Ranum presented a draft resolution on 2009 reauthorization of the USA Patriot Act. The board had additional discussion. Ranum moved the MLA board endorse the resolution and recommend it to membership at the Annual Meeting; Edson second - Motion passed

7.3 ALA Emerging Leaders (Behringer) – Behringer wanted the board to discuss criteria for scholarship recipient. The recommendation was the Emerging Leader will become involved in a MLA committee/sub-unit. In addition, he/she will choose one of the following: Submit a presentation proposal for the 2011 Annual Conference or Apply to the 2011 MILE Program. Ranum moved to accept the recommendation; Eells seconded – Motion passed

9. Adjournment - The meeting adjourned at 5:45 pm. Ranum moved to adjourn the meeting; Hoks seconded – Motion passed
